Learners will read, listen,
write, and speak on a variety of
personal topics.

Learners will see models of authentic
conversations, learn how to give
simple directions, and form sentences
and questions in present tense.

Along 8
modules students are introduced to personal branding, email writing, short proposal writing, non-
verbal and oral communicating and delivering an effective presentation.

Learners will
discover how to apply those skills in a variety of situations, such as creating a
professional bio, writing emails and proposals, giving an elevator pitch, and planning
and delivering presentations.
